On Saturday evening, we will gather outdoors for a reception, dinner, and a powerful night 
of worship and reflection with special guest artist Brandon Heath. 

Brandon is a Grammy-nominated and Dove Award-winning Christian artist whose music 
centers on faith, humility, and the pursuit of seeing others as God sees them. Known for his 
heartfelt lyrics and authentic storytelling, Brandon’s music has inspired millions to see the 
world through God’s eyes and respond with compassion.

Heath also has a heart for the Deaf community. In the fall of 2024, he released American 
Sign Language (ASL) performance videos for every track on his ninth studio album, The 
Ache.  Brandon received national acclaim from the Gospel Music Association in 2025 as 
one of the first artists to release ASL videos for an album.

His inspiration to incorporate ASL into his albums began several years ago after a Deaf fan, 
Ian Myers, sent him sign language interpretations of his songs. Moved by this connection, 
Brandon partnered with longtime friend and hearing interpreter Araya Williams to help 
coordinate ASL performers alongside Myers. Together, they first brought his seventh studio 
album, Faith, Hope, Love, Repeat, to a Deaf audience in 2017.
